CARTHAGE CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING JULY 26TH, 2005

The regular meeting of the Carthage City Council was held July 26th, 2005, at City Hall, 308 Walnut Street. Mayor Nightingale called the meeting to order at 8:00PM. Answering to roll call were Aldermen Duffy, Smith, Neally, Fleming, Bentzinger, Walker and Treasurer Lunt.

Motion was made by Alderman Walker, seconded by Fleming to approve the meeting minutes of 7/12/05. All six Aldermen answered “aye”.

Treasurer Lunt reported that the Annual Treasurer report was completed and will be in the Journal Pilot newspaper this week. 

City Attorney Glidden was on vacation, so there was no report on the clean up of various properties.  

Mayor Nightingale reported that a letter had been sent to DerbyTech, Inc., the company providing Edu-net to the high school and Carl Sandburg College. The City is requesting additional stipulations to the contract. No response has been received to date. 

Alderman Smith reported that Disposal Pro, Inc. will be sponsoring an additional City Clean up day on Sept 10th from 8:00Am to 2:00 PM. The City will be notified when a suitable location is determined.  

Alderman Smith reported that the Animal Control Officer was having difficulty placing stray cats. The Humane Society is at capacity and the Matthews House is nearing capacity.  He will investigate taking them to the veterinarian. 

Alderman Smith reported that the Benevolent Association has purchased a 1996 Ford F350 4x4 truck. The Fire Department is pursuing a grant for a pump that would be fitted to this truck. 

Bids were opened today for the Madison, Adams, and Walnut Streets overlay project. Four contractors placed bids. The lowest bid was WL Miller. 

Motion was made by Alderman Fleming, seconded by Walker to award the lowest bid of $115,057.24 to WL Miller.  All six Aldermen voted “yes”. 

The Landfill project starts on the 15th of August. Two tanks were being considered. One was from MES Global and one from Bergman Farm Supply. 

Motion was made by Alderman Smith, seconded by Bentzinger to buy the tank from Bergman’s for $2867.77 including freight, if the tank had baffles. If it did not, the City would need to look elsewhere. All six Aldermen voted “yes”.

Alderman Fleming reported that the Sewer plant needed some work on the aerator. 

Motion was made by Alderman Fleming, seconded by Smith to spend up to $3000.00 for this repair. This would be the approximate cost for two days of necessary labor. Water Superintendent Classen felt that this would be the maximum time needed for the project. All six Aldermen voted “yes”. 

The bid for the Lyon and Prairie Avenues water projects will occur August 4th at 1:00 PM at City Hall. The contractors have an option to bid on one or both projects. The Council agreed to have the Mayor sign the necessary engineering documents for the emergency Lyon Avenue project.

Alderman Fleming reported that there are some problems with the Marine Bank project. The building supervisor will investigate and report back to the Public Works Committee. 

At 8:35PM a motion was made by Alderman Walker, seconded by Fleming to adjourn the Regular Meeting and go into Executive Session. 

At 8:45PM the Executive Session was terminated and the Regular Session resumed. 

Motion was made by Alderman Walker, seconded by Bentzinger to pursue the purchase of property adjacent to the City. All six Aldermen voted “yes”. 

Motion was made by Alderman Walker, seconded by Duffy at 8:50 to adjourn.
